They were
also part of ‘Imagining Home', a live broadcast concert in the National Concert Hall of Ireland, 2016,
curated by Glen Hansard, Philip King and Gary Sheehan.

In 2018 they toured the islands off the coast of Ireland as well as touring extensively throughout the UK
and mainland Europe. They also took part in Celtic Colours festival in Cape Breton, Canada.

Their track Lowlands of Holland was nominated for a BBC folk award and they were nominated in
several categories in the first ever RTE folk awards.
